 Issues regarding nurses accompanying patients to outpatient procedures, or 
accompanying them when parents are driving them to appointments were discussed. 

 Inconsistencies between home health agencies. 

 Lack of coordination between home health agencies that share members. 

 LPN vs RN and what they can do. 

 Training for nurses providing care to CMC.
