o The MCOs shared the data results with DMMA for data analysis 
o DMMA and Mercer worked through the data to form an analysis 
o DMMA and Mercer met with both MCOs to discuss the findings and get the 

MCOs’ thoughts on the process and PDN Gaps in Care as a whole. 
o The original data points were shared with the CMCAC at the July 2019 meeting 
o Will need to combine the results of this study with the results of the Workforce
